
Below is a simple set of instructions to help you layout
your basketball court stencil kit.

Following are the steps we suggest when using the
stencilease.com FIBA regulation basketball court sten-
cil kit:

1) First, measure 2.45 meters from the center of the
hoop to the left and the right and drop a chalk or a
plumb line as a guide.  Then, measure 1.2 meters
behind the backboard, beginning from the frontside of
the backboard (See FIBA Specs) and drop another
chalk or plumb line.

2) Remove the pieces from the box and gather sec-
tions 1 through 18 for the rectangular portion of the
key.

3) Using the chalk guides
you marked out in step 1,
place sections 1, 2, 3 etc.,
together, as shown in the
diagram. The outside edge
of the 0.05” meter line
should be aligned to the
2.45 meter line on either
side. Tape the seams of

the pieces with painters tape (shown left). Once you
have followed the numbered illustration and have sec-
tions 1 through 14 together, verify that these are 4.9
meters apart (measuring from the outside of the 0.5
meter court line on sheet #1 to the outside of the 0.5
meter court line on sheet #14).  TIP: You can use the
post supporting your backboard/hoop as a center
guide as this should be 2.45-meters from your stencil
sheet #1 and sheet #14. 

4) Next you can add
sheets 15 through 18 for
the top of the key and tape
those together with
painter’s tape. 

5) Now you can begin
painting all sections you

have laid out. For spray painting techniques and tips,
please refer to stencilease.com videos for various

applications. 
TIP: If you are using spray paints or landscape chalk
spray, we highly suggest using a cardboard box as a
"spray box" (shown below) to eliminate overspray. If
you plan on using a spray tip with a liquid paint,
please refer to your spray equipment instructions for
creating an optimum 0.5 meter line.

6) Before you remove any sections that have just
been painted, be sure to find register marks on sheets
2 -5 and 10-13.  This way you can accurately place
the free throw tabs and free throw block (the marking
where players NOT shooting stand during a free
throw). You can slip these pieces under the previously
painted sections to line them up with the register

marks before painting or mark
where the tabs will go with chalk
BEFORE moving sections 2-5
and 10-13.

7) After steps 1-6 have been fol-
lowed, your basic free throw key
and tabs should be finished and
you can then add the 3-point line

if you choose. 

STENCILING THE 3-
POINT LINE ON YOUR
BASKETBALL COURT
8) Since this particular bas-
ketball court stencil kit is
designed to meet FIBA reg-
ulation sizing for the key
and the 3-point line, you will

need to be sure you have close to 15 meters of space
available. A FIBA regulation basketball court is 15
meters wide and it is recommended that the three
point line be painted 0.9 meters from the side line.
This means that from one end of the 3-point line to
the other is approximately 13.2 meters. In other
words, you will need some room for players to stand
behind the 3-point line at the side of the court to shoot
from. 

9) Now you can start laying out sections 31-44. You
will need to measure 4.15 meters from the right and
left sides of your key and snap a chalk line. Tape all

seams together, take a final measurement from sever-
al areas (your FIBA 3-point line should have a 6.75
meter radius around all sides). Once you’ve verified
your measurements are correct and all seems are
taped, you can paint your 3 point line.

10) Your final pieces to lay out are 45-48. For this,
you will need to measure a radius line from the center
of your basketball hoop out 1.25 meters to the left and
right. Snap a chalk line. Then layout pieces 45-48 and
tape the seams. Once you have done this and posi-
tioned it as closely as you can, verify your measure-
ments with your drawing provided and paint.

Please note, you may have to move your three point
line connections slightly to fit the measurements to be
sure it is fitting together correctly.

If you wish to have a solid line for the key and three-
point lines, you can simply use one of the straight
pieces, lay it down so it is covering the "break" or
unpainted area and spray each of these to fill in your
gaps.

Your Stencil Ease basket ball court stencil can be
cleaned, stored and reused many times. This material
is super durable and requires little maintenance. It is
recommended that you store this flat for best possible
results.
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
